	Students will develop a better understanding of the environmental risks to habitat and livelihood that birds encounter– pollution, deforestation, chemicals, predators

	[bookmark: _Hlk512325656]Prior Knowledge– How will you link the lesson to students’ prior knowledge? 
Science – some understanding of the imapct that humans have on animals and their environments

	
Introduction “I DO” – Teacher instruction    
Teacher will: 
Slide 2– explain to students what they will be doing in the  lesson 
Slide 3– revise definitions of new vocabulary.  If possible provide some local context, or examples, would help students to better understand.  Ask students to provide some examples
Slides 4 – 8  - revise the images on the slides by using guiding questions. (These images show a range of hazards for birds)E.g.  What is happening in the images?  How do these images make you feel and why do you feel that way? Has this ever happened in your community?  If so, explain what happened.  Does it still happen?  What has been done to change these things from happening in your community?
Slide 9– revise the story The Old Man and the Penguin.  What happened in this story?
Slide 10  - 11 Guide a discuss about what is happening in the slides.  What is wrong in the slides?  What dangers could a bird encounter in your local environment
Slide 12 – guide pairs of students to take notes  of some of the dangers that birds could encounter in their local environment 
Slide 13 – guide students to take notes of the solutions that could overcome the dangers that they  noted in slide 12
Slide 14 - 15 – Instruct students on the elements of a good poster  - A clear message, (catchphrase) an interesting design, attention getting.  If possible refer students to some examples in the classroom and discuss the elements of those posters 


	
Activities “YOU DO” – Challenging meaningful independent tasks
Students will:
Slide 3 – provide some examples to explain the new vocabulary
Slides 4 – 8 - Discuss images on the slides and explain the dangers that birds encounter.  They will include examples that they may have seen or heard about.
Slides 9 – review the story The Old Man and the Penguin, and discuss what happened in the story
Slides 10 - 11 - participate in a discussion about identify the dangers that birds encounter
Slide 12  - work in pairs to discuss dangers that birds could encounter in their community
Slide 13 - work in pairs to  take notes that reflect solutions to the dangers to birds in their local community that were identified in slide 12
Slide 14, 15 – work in pairs to create a poster that illustrates how the local environment can be safe for birds  

	[bookmark: _GoBack]Assessment for learning:  How will you check of students’ understanding during the lesson?
Teachers will:
Provide opportunities for students to talk about their learning and understanding
Engage with groups of students or individuals asking e.g what are you doing now?  What is the main point that you want people to understand from your poster? How will your poster attract attention?  
Make anecdotal notes about challenges and successes that students have during the lesson eg. Ability to work with a partner, understanding of elements of a poster, clarity of message of the poster
