A true story of a group of women in Gambia who cleaned their village of plastic bags and used the bags to create beautiful handbags which they sold. 
Students will be inspired to develop an idea to upcycle, recycle or reuse plastic bags. They will use a mind map to help them develop their plan.

	[bookmark: _Hlk512325656]Prior Knowledge– How will you link the lesson to students’ prior knowledge? 
Students will have some knnowledge of the use of plastic bags iin their community
Students willl have some knowledge of the damage that plastic bags can do to the environment and to the wildlife in their community

	Introduction “I DO” –     
Teacher will:
Slide 1 – ask students to discuss what this slide is showing.  Ask guiding questions eg where was this photograph taken?  Why is the women standing in front of the pile of garbage?  What is she holding?  What could that item be made of?
Slide 2 – explain to students what they will be doing in the lesson
Slide 3 – introduce students to new vocabulary.  Ask students to  provide examples of any of the new vocabulary that they know of or have done
[bookmark: _GoBack]Slide 4 – Ask students to suggest what Isatou’s action was.  Reflect on slide 1 for a clue 
Slide 5 – Explain to students that Gambia (where the story is set) is in Africa.  Ask students to explain the position of Africa in relation to their country.  Encourage students to use words such as ‘north, south, east, west’.  If an atlas is available students could locate a map that shows their country and Africa.
 Slide 6 – Play youtube for students to view the story One Plastic Bag
Slide 7 – Using the question on the slide as a guide recap the main elements of the story.  Do any of these things happen in their community?
Slide 8, 9 – discuss the images and asks students to reflect on how any of these images could be seen in their community
Slide 10, 11 – Ask students to work with a partner.  They could make notes of all of the ideas that they come up with in relation to what they use plastic bags for.  Ask some students to share some of the more creative idea
Slide 12 , 13 – continuing with a partner ask students to consider how they could upcycle, recycle or reuse plastic bags.  They may be able to identify some of these actions from the slide 11 work.  If so ask them to label their ideas using the words upcylce, recyle or reuse
Slide 14 – read through the slide with students.  Encourage students to provide a solution that they are not already doing
Slide 15 – continue to discuss their idea in the context of developing a plan as suggested on the slide
Slide 16 – instruct students to develop a mind map on which they can write their plan. (worksheet)  As this is a planning tool it is a working document and is therefore not meant to be tidy and complete 
The big idea is at the centre of the mind map and any other related ideas are in the smaller circles.  The ideas on the slide are only a guide. Explain the concept of a mind map to students as a way to collect and record thoughts around a main idea.
Slide 17 – this slide has been included as an extension opportunity for any students who may wish to learn about the skills of Isatou Ceesay.  Isatou demonstrates how to crochet

	
Activities “YOU DO” – Challenging meaningful independent tasks
Students will:
Slide 1 – participate in a discussion about the image on the slide
Slide 2 – gain un understanding of what they will be doing in the  lesson 
Slide 3 – provide examples from their experiences that would further explain the new vocabulary
Slide 4 – predict what Isatou’s action might be.  Discuss predictions
Slide 5 -  locate and discuss the location of Gambia in relation to where their country is located on a world map
                Use vocabulary ‘north, south, east, west’ to describe location
Slide 6 – watch Youtube story of One Plastic Bag
Slide 7- participate in a discussion about the story they have watch.  Respond to the question on the slide and other question posed by the teacher
Slide 8,9 – respond to questions on the slides and extra questions posed by the teacher
Slide 10, 11 – discuss with a partner, and make notes of as many ideas as possible that they know of for the use of plastic bags
Slide 12,13-  continuing with a partner discuss and document how you could  upcycle, recycle and reuse plastic bags in ways other what have been identified
Slide 14 -  understand the points made on the slide that will guide their planning
Slide 15 -  consider the guiding points on the slide
Slide 16 -  develop a mind map to reflect their ideas  within the context of the suggestions on slide 15 (worksheet).  The big idea is at the centre of the mind map and any other related ideas are in the smaller circles.  The ideas on the slide are only a guide.


	Checking for understanding
Teachers will:
Engage with students while they are working on the audit.
Encourage students to think beyond the obvious
Encourage students to use new vocabulary
Acknowledge contributions made by students in discussion eg That is a good idea.  Can you explain that idea some more.
Observe students creating their mind map.  Make notes in regard to how they organise their information.  Are they able to make links between ideas?   Can they discuss their ideas?

Follow up/extension ideas
Class 
1. Students could work in small groups to put into practice one of the groups ideas, or students could work individually to do the same
2. Form a club to learn how to crochet plastic into usable items.  A parent who can crochet could help the students to learn this new skill

This would explain to students how complicated the process is and the energy required to do so.  Pose the question for discussion ‘which is a more efficient and effective way of recycling plastic, the idea in the story set in Ghana or the process described in this website?’
