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	The story the Patchwork Bike, written by Maxine Clarke is about a group of children who live on the edge of the No-Go Desert.  To have some fun the children decide to build a bike using everyday items like an old pot, a used sack, old timber and an old chair.
Students will design a toy using recycled, reused and repurposed items that then can readily access.  They will illustrate and label the elements of their design.

Students will  know about recycling, repurposing and upcycled items

	Introduction “I DO” – Teacher instruction    
Teacher will:
Slide 1 – introduce the terms recycling, reusing and upcycling.  Engage students in a discussion about things that they have recycled, repurposed and upcycled
Slide 2 – introduce students to the learning outcomes for the lesson including the task that they will undertake
Slide 3 – introduce students to new vocabulary and relate the terms to the context of the students
Slide 4 – pose the question ‘what do you think this story is going to be about?’.  Play youtube for the students to view
Slide 5 – lead the students to reflect on the elements of the story eg ‘what happened in the story?’ ‘What did the children use to make their bike?’ ‘What are some of the items that they used?’
Slide 6 – pose the questions ‘what are these items, and how were they used in the construction of the bike?’
Slide 7 -  Discuss with students that they are going to be designing their own toy.  Identify the items on the slide and ask students to provide some suggestions for other materials that they may be able to reuse, recycle and upcycle.  encourage them to think of things that they can easily access
Slide 8 – discuss the questions on the slide
Slide 9 – explain the steps outlined in slide 9 
Slide 10 – explain the worksheet details – students are to identify a toy that they could make, identify the reused, repurposed, recycled materials that they could use (for example plastic bottle tops, paper plates) and illustrate what they think their toy will look like.

Students will:
Slide 1 – engage in a discussion about the terms noted on the slide and suggest how they have engaged in some of these actions
Slide 2 – gain an understanding of what they will be doing during this lesson
Slide 3 – listen to teacher explaining the new vocabulary
Slide 4 – predict what the story is going to be about and view the youtube story
Slide 5 – engage in a reflective discussion of what the story was about, what the children did, what materials they used
Slide 6 -  identify the items in the photographs and discuss how they were used in the construction
Slide 7 – engage in a discussion about items that they could use to make a toy including ways of joining materials together using recycled items
Slide 8 – engage in a discussion about the questions posed on the slide
Slide 9 – listen to the teachers instructions and steps for designing a toy. 
Slide 10  - complete worksheet by designing a toy that will use items that can be recycled, reused and upcycled.  When listing items that the toy will be made out of provide information about both the item and what it is made out of eg plastic bottle tops, paper plates.
