	LESSON PLAN 1

	Benny Bungara’s Big Bush Cleanup by  Sally Morgan
This lesson is about some man made dangers that have an impact on animals and their habitats. In the story Benny Bungarra’s Big Bush Clean Up Australian animals discover that they need to clean their homes as they find their animal friends affected by such things as plastics, fishing line. Students will be inspired by this story to write a retell of the story substituting with animals in their local community and the items that endanger these animals.

	Learning Intention or Outcome
	Students will develop an understanding of the man made dangers that animals encounter in their environments.
Students will write a retell of a story substituting with animals from their community and hazards that the animals may encounter

	Indicators
	Students will explore ways in which to  take action to create safer environments for animals to live in.  Students will write a retell of a story

	Success Criteria
	Students will initiate actions within their community.  Students will share their written work  

	[bookmark: _Hlk512325656]Prior Knowledge– How will you link the lesson to students’ prior knowledge? 
Students will be familiar with animals in their community.
Students will have some experience in writing a retell

	
Introduction “I DO” – Teacher instruction    
Teacher will: 
Slide 2 – explain what the lesson will be about and what students will be doing
Slide 3 - Introduce students to new vocabulary.  Ask students to offer some examples  from their own community to further explain the vocabulary
Slide 4 -   Introduce students to the animal characters in the story
Slide 5 -  Guide students to make predictions about what will happen in the story Benny  Bungarra’s Big Bush Clean up.  ‘What do you think is going to happen in this story?’ Share the youtube telling of the story with students
Slide 6  - Guide a discussion about the hazards that the animals encountered  in the story eg what happened to the animals?  How did they overcome their problems?
Slide 7 - Ask students to comment on the pictures and pose the questions ‘what are people doing in the images’ and  ‘what are some things that you could do?”
Slide 8 - Pose questions ‘how could the situation and solutions in the story be similar or dissimiliar to your community?  What are some dangerous situations that animals could find themselves in your community.  What could be the solutions? 
Slides 9 – 10  Guide students to write  a retell of the story.  In their retell they will substitute with 4 animals from their local environment.  They will give their animals (characters) names. They will provide a title for their retell.  They will provide hazards that their animals could encounter and make suggestions for possible solutions to the hazards.
Slide 11 – show the quick checklist for students to refer to as they complete their task
Slidde 12 – explain the worksheet that students are to use for their planning

	Activities “YOU DO” – Challenging meaningful independent tasks
Students will:
Slide 2 – gain an understanding of what the lesson is about
Slide 3 – provide examples of the new vocabulary from things in their environment
Slide 4 – learn about the characters in the story
Slide 5 – make predictions about what will happen in the story.  Students will respond to teacher questions
                Students will watch  youtube story of Benny Bungarra’s Big Bush Cleanup
Slide 6 – Respond to teacher questions
Slide 7 – make comments and interpretations of what is happening in the images.  Provide suggestions as to things that they could do to help in these situations
Slide 8 - Make comparisons between what happens in the story and what may happen in their community.   
               Students will discuss some solutions to situations in their community
Slide 9, 10 – develop an understanding of the task of writing a retell
Slide 11 – refer to checklist to guide the construction of their retell
Slide 12 – complete worksheet

	Assessment for learning:  How will you check of students’ understanding during the lesson?
Teachers will:
1. Check in with students during the course of the lessons and provide support and guidance.
2. Make anecdotal notes in regard to work that students are producing eg challenges that students may have with the task, strengths of work being produced.  Note  ability of students to use the checklist for organising their thoughts
