	Students will develop an understanding of how communities can work together to create a community garden

	Indicators
	Students will explore ways in which to  take action to create a community garden at their school

	Success Criteria
	Students will initiate actions within their community.  Students will share their written work

	[bookmark: _Hlk512325656_Copy_1]Prior Knowledge– How will you link the lesson to students’ prior knowledge?
Students will be familiar with the notion of gardens for growing and proving food

	
Introduction “I DO” – Teacher instruction
Teacher will:
Slide 1 – pose the question ‘what do you think that this lesson is going to be about?’
Slide 2 – explain what the lesson will be about and what students will be doing
Slide 3 - Introduce students to new vocabulary.  Ask students to offer some examples  from their own experiences to further explain the vocabulary.  Students may suggest some synonyms for the new vocabulary
Slide 4 -   Pose the question ‘what does a community garden look like?’  Lead a discussion about the images on the slide – what are people doing, what is in the images?
Slide 5 -  Ask the students to look closely at this image and explain what some of the plants are and how they could be used.  Discuss:  the materials that the planter boxes are made out of, the soil, the mulch (straw), how the plants are held up
Slide 6  -Pose the question ‘what are people doing in these images?’
Slide 7 – This story is for a shared reading activity.  The teacher can read the story to students and depending on the reading ability of students, some students could also read some of the pages.  The teacher will need to scroll through the pages on the pdf presentation.
At the conclusion of the story engage students in a discussion about the main points in the story
Slide 8 – read through the list of benefits of community gardens.  Ask students if they agree or disagree with the statements on the slide.  Ask students to  discuss with a partner some other suggestions to support the notion that Community Gardens are beneficial.  Ask students to share their ideas with the class
Slides 9 – Pose questions shown on the slide.  Ask students to discuss these questions with their partner.  Some students may like to write some of their responses on a piece of paper.  Ask students to share their thoughts with the class
Slide 10 – explain the worksheet to students.  They are to write a statement about why their community garden will be important, complete the sentence about 3 things that will be in their community garden, and list 3 things that they will need for their garden.  They will also illustrate what their community garden will look like.

	Activities “YOU DO” – Challenging meaningful independent tasks
Students will:
Slide 1 - 
Slide 2 – gain an understanding of what the lesson is about
Slide 3 – provide examples of the new vocabulary from things in their environment


Slide 4 – learn about the characters in the story
Slide 5 – make predictions about what will happen in the story.  Students will respond to teacher questions
                Students will watch  youtube story of Benny Bungarra’s Big Bush Cleanup
Slide 6 – Respond to teacher questions
Slide 7 – make comments and interpretations of what is happening in the images.  Provide suggestions as to things that they could do to help in these situations
Slide 8 - Make comparisons between what happens in the story and what may happen in their community.
               Students will discuss some solutions to situations in their community
Slide 9, 10 – develop an understanding of the task of writing a retell
Slide 11 – refer to checklist to guide the construction of their retell
Slide 12 – complete worksheet

	Assessment for learning:  How will you check of students’ understanding during the lesson?
Teachers will:
1. Check in with students during the course of the lessons and provide support and guidance.
2. Make anecdotal notes in regard to work that students are producing eg challenges that students may have with the task, strengths of work being produced.  Note  ability of students to use the checklist for organising their thoughts

	Students will:

Slide 8 – work with a partner to discuss the benefits of a community gardening
Slide 9 – with a partner discuss the questions that are on the slide
Slide 10 – understand the task that they are to complete.  Complete the statement and sentences and illustrate what their community garden will look like
