	Students will develop an understanding of the importance of recycling

	Indicators
	Students will explore ways in which they can recycle everyday objects

	Success Criteria
	Students will initiate actions within their community.

	Prior Knowledge– How will you link the lesson to students’ prior knowledge?
Students will be familiar with the notion of recycling

	
Introduction “I DO” – Teacher instruction
Teacher will:
Slide 1 – pose the question ‘what do you think that this lesson is going to be about?’
Slide 2 – explain what the lesson will be about and what students will be doing
Slide 3 - Introduce students to new vocabulary.  Ask students to offer some examples  from their own experiences to explain the new vocabulary
Slide 4 – ask students to explain what they see in the diagram.  Provide clarity for students to develop a better understanding of the process of plastic recycling.  Some  words to encourage the use of are recycling, collecting, sorting, shredding, washing, melting, extrusion, pelletising, granules, new products.  Some of these words appear on the slide
Slide 5 – ask students to explain the composting cycle.  Provide a focus on the cycle as a process to create more good soil in which to grow more food.
Slide 6 – pose the question with students ‘what happens to your clothes when you no longer wear them?  Explain to students that a lot of energy and resources go into the production of clothing
Slide 7 – pose the question ‘ what items do you see in this image of landfill?’  Encourage students to identify objects using the materials that they are made out of eg plastic, rubber, wood, metal.  Pose the question ‘ what will happen now that these objects are in landfill?’
Slide 8 – play the youtube narration of the story Why Should I Recycle?
Slide 9 – In pairs ask students to come up with 4 suggestions as to why they should recycle
Slide 10 – Discuss with students ‘what we can do with food scraps’.  Read the DID YOU KNOW statement at the bottom of the slide.  Ask students to make comments about this statement.  What can they do to minimise wastage of food.
Slide 11 – Discuss with students what we can do with old clothing.  Read the ‘DID YOU KNOW’ statement at the bottom of the slide for students.  Ask students to make comments about this statement ‘ what do you think?’
Slide 12 – Discuss with students what we can do with used plastics.  Encourage them to come up with more ideas. Read the DID YOU KNOW statement at the bottom of the slide.  Ask students to make comments about this statement.  How can we  lessen our use of plastics?
Slide 13 -  Ask students to identify any of the practices that are shown on the slide.  Pose the question ‘what else can we do to achieve zero waste?
Slide 14 – Read through the worksheet practice with the students
Slide 15 -  Ask students to make some suggestions to complete the sentences on the worksheet.  Students will complete the worksheet individually

	

	Activities “YOU DO” – Challenging meaningful independent tasks
Students will:
Slide 1 – respond to the question ‘what do you think that this lesson is going to be about?’
Slide 2 – listen to the teacher explaining  what the lesson will be about
Slide 3 -  offer some examples  from their own experiences, to explain the new vocabulary
Slide 4 –  explain what they see in the diagram.  They will develop a better understanding of the process of plastic recycling.  They will use such words as recycling, collecting, sorting, shredding, washing, melting, extrusion, pelletising, granules, new products.  Some of these words appear on the slide
Slide 5 –  explain the composting cycle.  Students will identify that the cycle is a process to create more good soil in which to grow more food.
Slide 6 – respond to question ‘what happens to your clothes when you no longer wear them?  Students will understand that a lot of energy and resources go into the production of clothing
Slide 7 – respond to the question ‘ what items do you see in this image of landfill?’  Students will identify objects using the materials that they are made out of eg plastic, rubber, wood, metal.  They will respond to  the question  ‘what will happen now that these objects are in landfill?’
Slide 8 – watch the youtube narration of the story Why Should I Recycle?
Slide 9 – provide 4 suggestions as to why they should recycle.  Students will discuss these suggestions with a partner
Slide 10 – respond to the question ‘what we can do with food scraps’.   Students will make comments about the DID YOU KNOW statement.  Students will make suggestions as to how they can  minimise wastage of food.
Slide 11 – comment on the DID YOU KNOW statement. Students will respond to the question  ‘ what do you think?’
Slide 12 – discuss what they can do with used plastics.  Students will provide more suggestions than those provided on the slide.  Students will make  make comments about the DID YOU KNOW statement.  Students will respond to the question ‘ How can we  lessen our use of plastics?
Slide 13 -  identify any of the practices that are shown on the slide.  Respond to  the question ‘what else can we do to achieve zero waste?
Slide 14 – listen to the teachers instructions about the worksheet.
Slide 15 – provide some of their own suggestions for how the sentences can be completed.  Students will complete the sentences individually


	Assessment for learning:  How will you check of students’ understanding during the lesson?
Teachers will:
1. Check in with students during the course of the lessons and provide support and guidance.
2. Make anecdotal notes in regard to work that students are producing eg challenges that students may have with the task, strengths of work being produced.
